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U.C. Cenate Unanimoucly Pacces Ice Age Floode
National Geologie Trail Bill

On Wednesday, November 16, 2005, the U.S. Senate unanimously approved
legislation that will create an Ice Age Floods National Geologic Trail in the
Northwest. Titled the “Ice Age Floods National Geologic Trail Designation Act
of 2005,” its congressional summary reads in part:

"A trail from Missoula, Montana to the Pacific Ocean, to provide for the public
appreciation, understanding, and enjoyment of the nationally significant natural
and cultural features of the Ice Age Floods and to promote efforts to interpret
and educate along the pathways of the floods."

The bill requires the Secretary of the Interior, acting through the Director of the
National Park Service, to administer the Trail. It allows the Secretary to establish
and operate a Trail management office within the vicinity of the Trail. It also
requires the Secretary to prepare a cooperative management and interpretation
plan for the Trail.

S. 206 was sponsored by Sen. Maria Cantwell (D-Washington) and co-sponsored
by Sens. Conrad Burns (R-Montana), Larry Craig (R-Idaho), Patty Murray (D-
Washington), Gordon Smith (R-Oregon) and Ron Wyden (D-Oregon). The U.S.
Housedof Representatives bill (H.B. 383) must still be approved before being
enacted.

Technical Commitee

As the movement to pass legislation designating the Ice Age Floods National
Geologic Trail began earlier this year, a behind the scenes effort was underway
to get the federal bureaucratic stakeholders in the trail movement to sign a
Memorandum of Understanding (MOU). Seven federal agencies signed the MOU
by autumn and the inaugural meeting of the Ice Age Floods Interagency Technical
Committee was held in Richland, Washington on November 2.

Representatives from the National Park Service, Bureau of Land Management,
Bureau of Reclamation, U.S. Geological Survey, Fish and Wildlife Service, Corps
of Engineers and the U.S. Forest Service met with representatives of Washington
State Parks and the Ice Age Floods Institute. The purpose of the meeting was
to open communication that will lead to the interpretive coordination of the
many floods features on federal and state lands. Once Trail legislation passes
Congress and is signed in law, this group will work to coordinate the efforts to
make the trail a reality.

Lynne Bougher of the National Park Service, located at Grand Coulee Dam, was
chosen to chair the group for the coming year. Brent Cunderla of the Bureau of
Land Management in Wenatchee was selected to be vice-chair for the year.

The trip
also included stops at the Oregon Museum of Science and
Industry and the top of Rocky Butte in Portland. We had
lunch at Erath Winery where we learned about the geology
of wine, and of course we all had to have a taste!

The Lower Columbia Floods Chapter wants to thank all of
the floods enthusiasts that joined us. We all came away very
impressed with the quality of people that make the Institute
a pleasure to be involved with.

And the beat goes on.

We left the saga of the Ice Age Floods National Geologic Trail bill waiting for floor action in the U.S. Senate in the September
2005 issue of the Pleistocene Post. On November 16, the Senate passed the bill by unanimous consent and it was referred
to the House of Representatives on November 17. We are currently waiting for movement as this first session of the 109t?
Congress winds down. If the House doesn’t act on the bill by the end of December, we will still have until the end of 2006
to have it enacted.

The trail project has been a major focus of the IAFI since I joined the organization over six years ago, but it is not the only
project. In fact many Institute members have been carrying out the mission of the IAFI by speaking to groups about the
floods and leading field trips. It is easy for people to focus on the big stuff and forget about the smaller contacts. Those more
personal contacts are very important when it comes to educating the public about the floods. A bit of grassroots tutoring
goes a long way in developing public interest.

A case in point occurred on October 22 when Lake Lewis Chapter member Dr. Chris Murray spoke at the Umatilla Museum
in Umatilla, Oregon. I went along for the ride and had a great afternoon. Museum director Jodi LaCoursiere had invited
several prominent Umatilla citizens to hear the talk on geologic time and the impact of the floods in the Umatilla area. Jodi
had arranged to have available some digital photos of suspected erratics located in the area. A lively discussion of those
photos followed Chris’ talk.

Umatilla is located just downstream from Wallula Gap on the south shore of the Columbia River. The IAFI doesn’t have a
strong presence in eastern Oregon, but the fact that this outing was the result of an inquiry made by the museum is a clear
indication that interest in the floods is there. We must continue to meet with groups like the one in Umatilla. It is in fact
this grassroots support from around the floods region that our Representatives and Senators respond to when voting in favor
of the trail legislation. The big projects require that we also be successful with those smaller projects.

A Brief Hictory of 1AFI 3

The story begins in 1993 with the Ice Age Floods Task Force. This was a group of mostly government agency folks who felt
the story of the Floods needed to be told. The leader for the group was Gary Kuiper who was about to retire as the superintendent
of the Lake Roosevelt National Recreation Area. Those who were at the first meeting and still involved are: Roy Breckenridge,
Idaho Geological Survey; Eugene Kiver and Dale Stradling, Eastern Washington University; Bryan Rowder, Idaho State
Parks; Jim Shelden and Norman Smyers, US Forest Service; and Richard Waitt, US Geological Survey.

What this group soon realized they needed was a non-governmental organization to go after funds for the ideas they had.
The first person they involved was Mikki Kison of Ritzville who had been involved in creating a program for classrooms that
taught the relevance of the channeled scablands and the Ice Age Floods. Mikki got the Institute organized and incorporated
in 1994. At this same time, Dan Brown of the National Park Service contracted with Washington State University to produce
the Great Floods video.

The first IAFI directors included Kison, who became the first president, John Rankin of Ritzville, Bill Riley, manager of the
Big Bend Economic Development Council, and Karen Wagner of Moses Lake. John Rankin is a commercial artist and designed
our basalt and water logo. Karen became our second president and was succeeded by Dale Middleton and then by Gary
Kleinknecht in 2004. Dale was instrumental in developing chapters and Gary has been a major player in putting the Trail
legislation before Congress. Other founding members are Dean Ladd who was the vice president for a number of years and
Jim Pritchard who served as Treasurer until 2004. Norman Smyers kept the group mindful that, in addition to Bretz, Montana
geologist Joseph Pardee is very important to the story, as he is the one that developed the theory as to where the floodwater
came from. Other key scientists in IAFI activities, especially field trips, have been Richard Waitt, Jim O’Connor, Roy
Breckenridge, Bruce Bjornstad, Brent Cunderla, and Gene Kiver.

In 1999, the NPS received funds to conduct a “Study of Alternatives and Environmental Assessment: Following Pathways
of Glacial Lake Missoula Floods.” Members of the Institute selected the geologic sites and wrote descriptions of them. The
study was published in 2001 and presented to the Congress. The recommendation was that an “Ice Age Floods National
Geologic Trail” be created.

In the summer of 2004, legislation was finally introduced in the House by Congressman “Doc” Hastings. This was followed
in the Senate by Senator Maria Cantwell. Nearly all members of the northwest Congressional delegation have signed on as
co-sponsors, and in November 2005 the Senate unanimously passed the Trail bill, sending it to the House.

Early on, the Institute tried to put out a newsletter each quarter. The first editor was John Rankin. He was followed by Dale
Middleton. Signe Wurstner and Scott Waichler took over as editors in 2003. The first educational project was the brochure
titled: “Can You Feel the Thunder?” Much of the funding came from the Grant County, Washington Tourism Commission.
IAFT’s website was established in 1998 at the University of Idaho and hosted by the Idaho Geological Survey. The website
was redone in its present form in 2004 by Richard Middleton, Rick Lovel, and Chris Murray.

*  How Large Mugt an leeberg be to Carry an Erratic?

This is an intriguing question, and a rough answer can be
found with some simple math. A chunk of ice floats because
it is less dense than water, but if you add rock to the mix,
eventually it will sink. So how much ice is needed to float a
given amount of rock? A handy solution can be found in the
ratio of ice and rock that results in a combined specific gravity
of 1. Such a mix would just barely float.

Let’s assume that the water is clear and has no suspended
sediment that would give it a higher density. Other assumptions
and key relations are:

Density of water (D) = 1.0 g/cm3

The specific gravity (SpG) of a typical rock = 2.7
The SpG of ice at 0 deg C = 0.915

The SpG of water at 0 deg C = 1.00

Let the volume of the erratic rock be Vr

Let the volume of the ice required to support it be Vi
Weight = density*volume

For the iceberg with its embedded erratic rock to just float,
the weight of the ice plus the weight of the erratic must equal
the weight of water that the ice and rock displaces. This
statement of buoyancy can be written as

Total weight of iceberg = Weight of water displaced
Vr*2.7*D + Vi*0.915*D = D*(Vr+Vi)

Simplifying the above equation leads to

1.7*Vr = 0.085*Vi or
Vi/Vr = 20

So, the volume of ice must be at least 20 times that of the
rock for the iceberg to float. The ratio of weights for the ice
and rock is given by

Wi/Wr = (Vi¥0.915) / (Vr*2.7)

Which leads to Wi/Wr = 6.8. So the ice must weigh at least
6.8 times the rock to allow the iceberg to float.

Now, let’s assume you have a rock that is perfectly spherical
and embeded within a sphere of pure ice. What is the ratio
of the iceberg diameter to the rock diameter that would allow
the iceberg to just float, given the above assumptions? The
answer is 2.8 and the reader is invited to check this.
