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Since I've been associated with the Ice Age Floods Institute, the single most
important project of IAFT has been to get an Ice Age Floods National Geologic
Trail designated by Congress. As I write, two bills are awaiting action in the
Committee on Resources in the U.S. House of Representatives. One was passed
by the Senate (S-206) last November and the other (HR-383) was introduced in
the House by Congressman Doc Hastings over a year ago. Action must begin on
one of those bills soon in order to have the trail designated this year. If it doesn’t
happen in 2006, we will have to start the whole process over again in 2007 with
the 110" Congress.

Last month I met with Congressman Hastings about the status of our legislation
and, as a result of that discussion, I urge all Institute members to focus their
attention on the House Resources Committee. Four of the House bill’s co-sponsors
serve on the Resources Committee. They are Oregon’s Greg Walden and Peter
DeFazio, and Washington’s Cathy McMorris and Jay Inslee. These four
Representatives are in a position to request a hearing on the Trail legislation.
TAFI members residing in their congressional districts should definitely contact
their Representative. In fact, it would be good for all of us to contact our
Representatives one more time. Contact information for committee members
can be found on page 8 of this newsletter.

Committee Chairman Richard Pombo (R-CA) should also be contacted by all
IAFI Members. Although members of Congress listen most closely to their own
constituents, it is helpful for non-constituents to contact the Chairman of
a committee where a bill is awaiting action. Congressman Pombo's staff will
read our letters and may forward them to the Representative of the letter's
author. In that way we will send the message to our Representatives twice.

I recommend that letter writers mention some of the following points:
e The Trail recognizes a truly fascinating and unique geologic phenomenon.

« The bills prohibit or severely limit property acquisition by the National Park
Service.

 The benefits of the Trial will be economic, recreational, and educational, and
will be realized in largely rural areas of four Northwest states.

« The costs to the federal government will be minimal and the benefits to the
public will be many.

« The trail concept involves numerous state, local, and private partners across
the four-state region that will be coordinated by the National Park Service.

Due to heightened security measures since 9-11, letters sent via U.S. Postal Service
to a member of Congress’ office may be delayed by several weeks. The best way
to contact your Representative is by fax, email or phone.

lce-Age Floode Through the Wectern Channeled Scabland: 3

Come Highlighte of the Upcoming Field Trip

When the Ice Age Floods surged out of Lake Missoula and
raced through the Spokane area, they encountered glacial
Lake Columbia already in place behind the Okanogan ice
lobe. The presence of that large lake caused the floodwaters
to quickly overtop the Columbia River valley and spill out to
the south across the 100-mile-wide Channeled Scabland. The
Floods sped at up to 80 mph through the Quincy, Othello,
and Pasco Basins before converging behind the bottleneck
of Wallula Gap and forming Lake Lewis, whose water surface
reached 1200 ft in elevation. The lake was only temporary
however, since each flood, from start to finish, lasted only a
week or less.

The April 2006 field trip will encompass a 230-mile road
tour that travels through some of the most spectacular features
left behind by the Ice Age Floods (Figure 1). The tour loop
will begin at the area of Lake Lewis in Richland and travel
in a counterclockwise direction, taking in dramatic erosional
and depositional features of the western Channeled Scabland
and the Mid-Columbia River valley. Three of these features
are highlighted below: Drumheller Channels, West Bar, and
Frenchman Coulee.

Drumheller Channels

Drumbheller Channels is an awesome and chaotic plexus of
scabland, carved out by floods that repeatedly chewed away
at the east end of the Frenchman Hills anticline. The stark
beauty of Drumbheller Channels was formally recognized by
the National Park Service, who in 1986 designated Drumheller
Channels a National Natural Landmark. In the words of J
Harlen Bretz, the geologist who first envisioned the floods
back in the early 1920’s, “Drumheller is the most spectacular
tract of butte-and basin scabland on the plateau. It is an
almost unbelievable labyrinth of anastamosing channels,
rock basins, and small abandoned cataracts.”

Drumbheller Channels formed where floodwaters left the low
southeast corner of the Quincy Basin (Figure 1). Although
some water in the Quincy Basin left via Crater, Potholes, and
Frenchman Coulees, the bulk of the floodwaters took the
path of least resistance, which was straight ahead through
Drumbheller Channels. The east and west margins of the 12-
mile-wide Channels are well-defined by scarps, some more
than 100 ft high, eroded into basin-fill sediments. Drumheller
Channels formed by the floodwaters being forced to go around
the nose of an anticlinal ridge but constrained to the east by
the gently west-dipping Palouse Slope. Not only were the
floods slightly constrained through the opening but the height
of the water surface was up to 150 ft higher above the channels
than below. This significant difference in water level is
responsible for the tremendous erosive power which went to
work scouring out the interconnected network of channels,
buttes, and basins here. However, unlike most other areas
in the Channeled Scabland, no central channel or dominant
cataract developed; instead the floods through Drumbheller
Channels behaved more like a broad cascade — up to 12 miles
wide!

4 West Bar

West Bar, a giant flood bar along the Columbia River, is
blanketed with clearly visible giant current ripples (GCRs)
(Figure 2). The ripples average 24 ft in height and 360 ft in
spacing, and are composed of coarse sand and gravel with
boulders up to 4.5 ft in diameter. The ripples are presently
150-250 ft above river level. Based on the size of the ripples,
the depth of water that generated them has been calculated
as ~650 ft. The orientation of the GCRs indicates they formed
from a flood coming down the Columbia River from the
north, at the very end of the last glacial cycle, probably
between 14-15,000 calendar years ago. This flood occurred
after retreat of the Okanogan ice lobe, which allowed floods
to flow directly down the Columbia valley instead of across
the Channeled Scabland, as did most or all earlier floods
from glacial Lake Missoula. The last floods from glacial Lake
Missoula occurred prior to the retreat of the Okanogan lobe
and it’s believed that glacial Lake Columbia outlasted Lake
Missoula by several centuries. Therefore, the flood that
generated the West Bar GCRs must have come from a source
other than Lake Missoula. The source of the flood that
produced GCRs at West Bar and other giant bars along the
Columbia is not well understood, but may be from Lake
Columbia after the breakup of the Okanogan lobe, or perhaps
from an, as yet unidentified, ice-dammed lake or subglacial
outburst from beneath the retreating Cordilleran Ice Sheet
to the north.

Frenchman Coulee

Frenchman Coulee is a dual coulee and cataract system that
formed in the southwestern corner of the Quincy Basin
(Figure 3). Like Potholes Coulee, its neighbor to the north,
Frenchman Coulee developed as floodwaters overtopped a
low divide across Evergreen Ridge, where it butted up against
the Frenchman Hills. During the initial stages of flooding
the difference in water levels between the flood-filled Quincy
Basin and the Columbia River immediately west of Evergreen
Ridge approached 700 ft over a distance of just a few miles!
This huge difference in water level caused floodwaters to
rapidly and voraciously eat away at the underlying rock layers.

Erosion continued for as long as it took for the water level
in the Columbia valley to rise up to that in the Quincy Basin,
or until the supply of floodwater was exhausted.

The uppermost basalt at Frenchman Coulee is the flood-
scoured surface of the Roza Member. The white Quincy
Diatomite, which at one time blanketed the Roza in this area,
was eroded away within the coulee by the floods. Erosional
remnants of the diatomite lie along the margins of the coulee
to the north and south. The broad, level floor at the mouth
of the Frenchman Coulee, now part of Babcock Bench,
represents the eroded surface of the uppermost flow of Grand
Ronde Basalt.

Like Potholes Coulee, Frenchman Coulee contains both an
upper and lower cataract. In some places, such as the head
of the south alcove, the two cataracts merge to form a single,
very high cataract (Figure 3). These cataracts originated at
the mouth of the coulee and receded eastward up the coulee
during repeated floods. Another common feature between
Frenchman and Potholes Coulees is a flood-scoured rib of
basalt that separates the two main, amphitheater-shaped
alcoves. In addition a third, less-well-developed alcove (middle
alcove) exists in between at Frenchman Coulee.

Below some of the cataracts lie plunge pools. Beyond the
cataract complex, coarse-grained flood deposits cover the
bottom of the alcoves to Babcock Bench, similar to Potholes.
The flood deposits were laid down as giant flood bars with
deep troughs (fosses) developed between flood bars and the
steep coulee walls.

Huge, house-sized boulders of basalt lie scattered along the
bottom of Frenchman Coulee. Many of these may have been
ripped away from the cataract walls and transported a short
distance toward the close of scabland flooding. Some of the
boulders, especially those close to the coulee walls, may be
material that simply tumbled off the steep coulee walls into
the valley since the last Ice-Age flood.

The April 2006 field trip will take
in 22 of the 70 flood features described in the Mid-Columbia.)
